As a Liberal Studies major, you will want to carefully plan for your study abroad
experience. While students can study abroad as a sophomore, junior or senior, the
best time for semester study abroad will depend on your area of specialization. It is
STRONGLY recommended that Liberal Studies majors meet with their Academic Advisor
and the Study Abroad Advisor as early as possible.

Begin planning at least a year in advance of your study abroad program. Meet with the
Study Abroad Advisor and talk with faculty and students who have studied or taught
abroad. It is never too early to start planning!

The best school for you depends on what you plan
to gain from your experience.

What happens next?

Visit the International Programs Office in Miles Hall Suite 149 to
learn more about the program and application deadlines. Talk with
your Academic Advisor and the Study Abroad Advisor. Learn which
courses you will be able to take abroad, and plan ahead. Research
the country and site where you wish to study. Find out as much as
you can about your host site.

When should I go?

Summer programs are available to
ALL students starting the summer
after freshman year. Depending on a
student’s major and minor, certain times
may be better than others for long-term
study abroad. See below for tips on
deciding when you should go.

Freshman

The best time to start planning for
study abroad is your freshman year. If
you hope to have two international
experiences, it is a great idea to do a
summer program after freshman year and
then plan for an additional experience
later.

Sophomores

The application to study abroad
sophomore year is due in the fall of
freshman year. Please work closely with
the Study Abroad Advisor to see which
plan is best for you. Students may also
choose to do a summer or winter break
program sophomore year.

Juniors

Most Bellarmine students study abroad
during their junior year. At this point,
they may be more focused on upper
division courses and electives. See the
descriptions on the next page for
program suggestions.

Seniors

Students may still study abroad during
the fall semester of senior year, although
they will need to select the location
carefully to ensure that specific classes
needed for graduation are available.
They should be sure to choose a site that
matches Bellarmine’s calendar in order
to be back in time to start the spring
semester at BU.
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How do | select a program?

Bellarmine has more than 175 international program sites. When
selecting a program that will work best for you, consider your
geographic interests and academic goals. Use this sheet, talk with
your advisor, talk to past participants of study abroad programs,
and work with the IPO to identify the best program for you. These
highlighted programs offer excellent options for you to earn
credit in your major; however, depending on your flexibility,
you may also want to explore other Bellarmine partners and
programs. As the Liberal Studies Program Director and the IPO
work together, specific recommended programs may change.
Check with the Study Abroad Advisor for the latest information.

Can | fulfill graduation requirements?

General Education: General education credits can be fulfilled on
almost all study abroad programs. Some excellent courses to
take abroad include: Fine Art requirement, English Literature
requirement, Social Science requirement and the IDC 301 Trans-
cultural Experience requirement; there are always options for this
course in the semester programs as well as summer and winter
programs. Occasionally approval is granted for the Theology
elective requirement.

Major requirements: Students may earn credits toward their
major abroad. They will need to work with their advisors to
decide if they need specific language credits or content courses.
Students who are at a lower language level at the time of
application may want to consider an intensive language program
or combination program rather than direct enroliment.

Minor requirements: Depending on your minor, you may also be

able to take courses to fulfill those requirements abroad. Please
consult with the Department Chair.

Students who have many electives will have greater
flexibility in their choice of schools. Students who have a second major
may also chose to focus on that subject area while abroad.

ISEP has many member institutions that offer courses in English and
in the host country language. Some institutions offer specific
language and culture programs for international students. Students
with a high proficiency in the host language may chose to direct
enroll at the institution and take all of their courses in that language.
